story mapping. They will create 
information texts and narrative episodes 
through shared writing, bookmaking and 
illustration.

During this teaching sequence, the children will: 
▪ Use basic geographical vocabulary to refer 

to key physical features, including: beach, 
cliff, coast, forest, hill, mountain, sea, 
ocean, river, soil, valley, vegetation, season 
and weather 

▪ Use basic geographical vocabulary to refer 
to key human features, including: city, 
town, village, factory, farm, house, office, 
port, harbour and shop 

▪ Use simple compass directions (North, 
South, East and West) and locational and 
directional language [for example, near 
and far; left and right] 

▪ Describe the location of features and 
routes on a map 

▪ Use aerial photographs and plan 
perspectives to recognise landmarks and 
basic human and physical features 

▪ Devise a simple map 
▪ Use and construct basic symbols in a key

The Formal Elements of Art: Colour  
Students will explore colour theory using the colour 
wheel as a starting point and key art skills, 
including experimenting with a range of media 
techniques. They will develop their understanding 
and ability to: 
▪ Identify the key colour groups- primary and 

secondary 
▪ Recognise black and white are not colours 
▪ Mix primary colours to create secondary ones 
▪ Experiment with a range of dry and wet media 
▪ Explore basic hot and cold colours 
▪ Recognise complementary colour pairs
